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Despitethelack of resourcesandtheshortin humanitariansupportin general,ourSocietyinsistedoncontinuingto providemorehumanitarianservices

to encouragethe peopleof the NinevehPlain to return to their historicalareas,which includedthe distributionof food baskets,householdcleaning

items,stationeryfor schools,As well asthesupplyingof medicinesandmedicalsupplies,drilling of waterboreholesandrehabilitationfor someof the

damagedhousesandhomesin the NinevehPlain, and the distribution of furniture and homeneedsof returneesto someareasof NinevehPlain, in

additionto providingmoredisclosuresto thesupporters,includingtheUSAID, which hasalreadyinitiated the implementationof the first projectwith

the AssyrianAid Society-Iraq of distributing the schoolsuppliesto morethan25,000 studentsfor kindergartensandprimary schoolsin the Nineveh

Plain.

On the other hand, the AAS-Iraq continuedto provide as much as possibleof support to displacedpeople in Duhok governoratethrough the

continuationof the Odranacampof AASI, in shelteringdisplacedpeoplewho haveno othershelter,aswell astheprojectof mobile clinic toursthat

continuedto providemedicalservices.

The AAS-Iraq hasnot lost sight to the peopleof Duhok governoratefrom the variousAssyrianvillagesand townsand their greatneedfor support.

WhereAASI constructedtheirrigation channelsin NahlaregionandIt alsocontinuedthesupportingof theAssyrianEducationto ensurecontinuityof

theprocessof teachingin themothertonguethattheAASI hasalwaysmadeit oneof theannualsectionsto which it is committed.

As part of its supportingactivitiesto theyouthgroup,theAAS-Iraq continuedto supporttheprogramsandactivitiesof theChaldoAssyrianStudents

andYouth Union. TheAASI alsoworkedon organizingcapacity-buildingworkshopsfor youthgroupsof bothgendersto raiseawarenesson their rights

asanindigenouspeopleof thecountryandtheir right to decentliving.

In the field of communicationwith United Nationsorganizations,theactivitiesof the Societyhavebeenmarkedby participationin severaleventsin

NewYork of theUnitedNationsPermanentForumon IndigenousIssuesUNPFII. We alsoparticipatedactivelyin thework of thePermanentForumon

HumanRights,theExpertsMechanismon theRightsof IndigenousPeoples(EMRIP),aswesucceededin deliveringspeechesthatfocusedon therights

andissuesof ourpeoplein thecountry,especiallythefile of lands.

Lastyearalsowitnessedaremarkablecooperationwith theWorld EvangelicalAllianceat theUnitedNations.

From our participation and activities for 2018 was the participation of our Society within the delegationof Iraq in the activities of the Iraq

ReconstructionConferencein Kuwait in February.

As well asparticipatingin theconferencein Bartilla in theNinevehPlainandthesigningthedocumentof peacefulcoexistencein theNinevehPlain.

One of our importantcontributionswas to meet an invitation from the US StateDepartmentto participatein the first Ministerial Conferenceon

ReligiousFreedomorganizedby theUS StateDepartmentin Washingtonin July2018.

For thenationalparticipation,we hadtheprivilegeof deliveringanextendedspeechat theannualconferenceof theAssyrianConfederationof Europe

in October2019.

All thatour societyachievedwasanoutcomeof thecontinuouswork by hundredsof supportersaroundtheworld whoaim to strengthenourpresenceas

an indigenouspeoplein Iraq, aswell asthegoodanddistinguishedrelationswith our partnerswho haveprovidedandcontinueto providesupportto

ensurethecontinuationof buildingandreconstructionandconqueringthewill of evil, whichplantedhatredin thepastyears,andtheeffortsandsupport

of thegoodpeoplearoundtheworld we wereableto moveforwardandcontributesignificantlyin laying thesmileon thefacesof children.

We cancall the year2018, as the yearof victory and return to most areasof NinevehPlain

home of the indigenousAssyriansSyriac Chaldeans,where the proportion of returneesto

certain areasin the Nineveh Plain, such as Bakhdida,Karmles, Telsqof and Bashiqawere

increased,andlower ratesto Bartilla.

This has significantly encouragedother IDPs to think of returning, and this is a positive

indicatoranddespitethedifficulties andtheeffectsleft behindof occupationof ISIS in those

areasandthenegativesubsequentrepercussionson thecommunityandthe fabric of the Iraqi

componentsin general.

However, the hesitationand delay of return of the displacedpeoplefor political and social

reasons,which havebeenprecededby the occupationof ISIS over thoseareasin previous

periods,includingTelkief andMosul. Thenumberof Assyrianfamiliesreturningto theseareas

is not a figure thatcanbeconsideredanachievementafterliberation.

As for Batnaya,in additionto thepolitical situation,theseareascontinueto sufferasa resultof

the destructioncausedby the military operationsand the decelerationin reconstructionand

lackof necessaryfunds.
